growing region in the state. Statistics for
population, employment, housing construction,
in-migration, and highway travel substantiate
this fact. Wasilla’s 35.7% population increase
since 1990 is more than double the Alaska
statewide increase of 14%. The area,
considered Alaska’s breadbasket because it is in
the state’s major agricultural region, is called
the “Mat-Su Valley”. Wasilla’s advantageous
location along the George Parks Highway and
the Alaska Railroad make it a strategic link
between Anchorage and Fairbanks.
